Course Policies:

Absences / Make-up Work: When you return from an absence you are responsible for the following:

· Turning in any work that was due the day of your absence.

· Reading the textbook section or other material that was used as a resource.
· Getting the homework assignment that you missed and updating your notebook.

· Turning in your make-up work.
According to school policy you have as many days as you were absent to turn in missed assignments. If you missed a test day only you must bring a note from your parent, and you will be expected to make up the test on the day you return. If you miss multiple days, including a test day you will have as many days as you were absent to make-up the test. All make-up tests will be given outside of class time.

CLASSWORK Policy: Work will be assigned most week days in order to allow you to explore and practice what you are learning. Ample time will be given is class, however if the student does not complete the assignment they should finish it before the next day.
Most work has one or more of the following purposes: 

· Preparation provides supporting information – history, skills, and definitions – for what’s coming; it will help when new material is covered in class.

· Practice reinforces the learning of material already presented in class and helps you master specific skills.

· Extension or elaboration involves the transfer or previously learned skills to new situations.

· Integration asks you to apply skills and concepts to produce a single product.

I will make every effort to communicate the purpose of classwork assignments to you. Unless otherwise stated, classwork will be due the following school day at the beginning of the class period. For all assignments:

· Put forth earnest effort to complete all assignments.

· All assignments are to be turned in as packet at the end of each week.

· Show all calculations and work, even if you did the problem in your head.

· Explain your reasoning where appropriate.

· If you get stuck on a problem work as far as you can, and then leave a short explanation describing the difficulty you are having.

· Use your class notebook and textbook as a resource; review your notes before beginning the homework assignment.

· Late assignments will be accepted up to 1 week after the due date (no later than the test for that unit), you will be given ½ credit for all late assignments

· No late work will be accepted after the test day.
Grading Policy: 
Semester grades will be calculated as follows: 50% will be determined by tests, 15% by quizzes, and 15% by classwork and classwork quizzes (productivity sheet), the other 20% of the semester grade will be determined by the final exam score. The grading scale will be as follows:
